OneSky (originally Half the Sky Foundation) is an international NGO founded in 1998 by Jenny
Bowen, an adoptive mother of two Chinese girls. Jenny's vision was to bring the love of family and
education to all the children in China's orphanages - especially the ones who might never have the
good fortune of being adopted. After working for nearly 20 years across a changing China to bring
loving, responsive care to its most vulnerable citizens, OneSky's approach has become China's
national standard.
